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In 1950 Triumph unveiled a new innovative sports model the TR-X which looked amazingly futuristic for the time!
Unfortunately due to the complex design and production costs only 3 cars were ever completed before the model was
dropped. The TR-X featured a sleek open body with alloy double-skinned panels and pop-up headlamps, which would not
be seen on a Triumph again until the TR7 in 1976. The TR-X was sometimes called the Silver Bullet or the Roadster.

The TR-X used a tuned Standard Vanguard engine and a special Electro-hydraulic overdrive transmission (which must
have seemed revolutionary in 1950!). The next Triumph sports car would not arrive until 1953; it was the more
conventional TR2.

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| just know that there will be more than a few of you that will be taking your LBC out on a "longer that to the local dep trip"
So, in order to make your drive less stressful this months tech tip covers some of the more common items to pack in the
Boot.

Preparation for an extended journey involves, as much as anything, plain common sense. Usually this begins with a
thorough inspection of the car as follows:

Engine compartment:

- Check all fluid levels and top up as necessary.

- Inspect hoses and belts for wear and cracking.

- Make certain that all electrical connections are clean and tight.

- Check carburetors for leaks, and if applicable, add oil to the dashpots.

Outside:

- Inspect tires for cuts and wear and inflate to proper pressure. (Don't forget the spare!)

- Turn on all the lights and check for burned out bulbs. Make certain that both high and low beams are functioning
properly.

- Honk the horn!
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Tools:

While many of our cars might have had factory tool kits, over the years they have either lost some of the tools or been
removed from the car entirely. Carry at least the following:

- Pliers; needle nose and regular

- Screwdrivers; a couple of sizes of both straight and Phillips

- Feeler gauge: just in case you need to reset the points

- Indulge your own little idiosyncrasy with a favourite type of tool.

- Jack and lug wrench or wheel hammer-are they really there? Better check!

- File: carry a point file; fuel pumps can be given enough life to get you home if you file the points.

- Electrical tape and wire, these items are pretty self-explanatory and very, very useful.

- Wrenches; a basic set of combination wrenches is an absolute necessity, make certain that they are of the appropriate
type for your car. l.e. Whitworth, S.A.E., Metric etc.

Spares:

The spare parts you carry will really be dictated by how recently things were replaced. If your fan belt is fairly new, it
wouldn't make much sense to carry a spare. | always carry spark plugs, points and condenser. Just use your own
judgement here, based on what you feel you might need, how long the trip will be and how far your route will take you
from civilization. A couple of quarts of oil and at least a gallon of water are absolute musts. And lastly a cell phone.
