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I have been a member of the Toronto Triumph Club since 1987.  Every year the members of TTC organize and run a 
British Car Day at Bronte Creek Park, between Oakville and Burlington, Ontario.  This year was the 22nd Annual event.  It 
is touted as the largest show for British cars in North America.  Two years ago, the last time I attended, there were over 
1200 cars on display.  This year there were over 1000.  It is always held the same September weekend as the British 
Invasion at Stowe. 
 
Louise and I drove from Brossard on the Friday to stay at my brother’s place in Alliston, north of Toronto.  It rained for the 
last three hours of our trip and we had to put the top up.  On the Saturday, I went to a coin operated wash to clean the TR.  
I had pre-arranged to meet several other TTC members so we could convoy down to the show together on the Sunday 
morning.  At 6:45 AM, I met a TR6 and a Spitfire and drove about 10 miles where we met another TR6.  All along our 
route we teamed up with others and by the time we got there our convoy consisted of 12 TR’s.  The trip down was 92 
miles. 
 
The entry fee was $15.00 and after I placed my car with all the other sidescreen TR’s, I went around to look at all the 
other British cars.  By 11:15 AM, I counted 20 early TR’s, 14 TR4’s, a TR250 and 92 TR6’s. There were also 20 Stags, 47 
Spitfires, 3 Heralds, 6 GT6’s, 22 TR7 and TR8's plus 2 Triumph Roadsters, then of course all the other British cars.  I was 
awarded 2nd among the 20 sidescreen TR’s and two of the TR6’s in our convoy group won 1st overall in the chrome 
bumper TR6 class while the other won 1st place in the late TR6 class. 
 
We drove home on the Monday for a total of 981 miles.  Louise drove about 170 miles for the first time she has driven the 
TR in 40 years.
