As we all know the venerable TRiumph power plant found its calling in the TR2. The TR2 was developed on a low
budget, and equipped with an engine robust enough to power a farm TRactor.

The idea had begun in the 1930s when Standard supplied chassis and engines to William Lyons, father of the Jaguar. But
Sir John Black, then the managing director of the Standard Motor Co. Ltd., viewed him as a competitor, and his ambition
was to compete with Lyons in the sports car field. By 1948 the 1800 Roadster evolved into the 2000 Roadster with a 2.1
litre overhead-valve four, also used in the Ferguson TRactor, the Standard Vanguard sedan, and the Morgan sports car.

At the 1953 Geneva Motor Show Black introduced the TRiumph TR2.

The TR2's performance was excellent. Engineer Grinham and race driver Ken Richardson modified the sturdy but
underpowered (68 horsepower) Vanguard engine, read TRactor engine. They reduced displacement from 2,088 cc to
1991cc to bring it under 2.0 litres. They beefed up such items as the cylinder head mounting studs, added twin SU
carburetors, a higher lift cam, and higher compression, and gradually got it up to 90 horsepower. It was still a TRactor
engine!

All Triumph aficionados are aware of all the automotive improvements that followed in the continuing TR3, TR4 and TR4a
models. Not the least of which was the surrey top, in dash air vents, disk brakes and the list goes on.

Why, you may ask, am | going through all this well known history? Simple; every one of these innovations were taken and
adopted by Porsche. They quickly and with predictable efficiency incorporated them into their cars and then claimed them
as their very own. One excellent example: the Surrey Top — Targa Top. And it's still happening today, 24 years after the
last TR8 rolled off the Solihull production line. As proof; note the picture below from the Montreal Gazette of 11 May
2005. And.... doesn't it look like a pre-war Ferguson????

Tech Tips and Member Questions:

Tech Tip, by Tom Snabl

Poor_acceleration  and "sputtering" during acceleration may be due to a low oil level in the carburetor dashpots.
Automatic transmission fluid works well in some carbs, but not in others. The old recommendation of "the same oil as
used in the engine" is a good place to start. If this gives too lean a mixture on acceleration, try a slightly heavier oil; if too
rich, then a lighter oil is indicated. Fill to within 1/4 inch of the top of the hollow air piston rod. Do not overfill!

Keeping Rear Window Clean : Seeing through the rear window on your British roadster begins to get problematic as the
plastic gradually goes from transparent, to translucent, to opaque. There are some exotic remedies offered for sale but
good old auto wax keeps them sparkling and clear. Just do the rear window inside and out whenever you wax the car it
protects the plastic from the elements. The mild abrasive even seems to remove the film that may build up if you've waited
too long between wax jobs. Just be sure that you start with a clean window so as not to grind dirt or grit into to your
window.
